Dear Sisters and Brothers in

The grace of the Lord
Jesus Christ and the love of God
and the fellowship of the Holy
Spirit be with all of you (2 Cor
13:13).

When church historians
write about the Year of Our Lord
2020, | predict they will call particular attention to the “Great Eucharistic Fast.” COVID-
19, the pandemic that has taken the lives of millions, obliged dioceses throughout the
world to take the unprecedented action of closing our churches and effectively denying
our people the opportunity to receive Christ’s Body and Blood in the Eucharist. Some
scholars may point out that, as a result, Catholics in Europe and North America
experienced what others have suffered for many years due to a shortage of priests or
outright persecution, namely, the absence of the sacraments. Although this profoundly
disturbing decision was taken to control the spread of a deadly disease while protecting
the most vulnerable members of our communities, the closure of our churches
produced astonishing suffering. Thank God, we have begun to reopen and are slowly
returning to full participation in the Church’s prayer and sacramental ministry, but much
still needs to be done to ensure the health and safety of our people and recover a sense
of social, economic, and spiritual wellbeing.
